LEGAL STUFF 
[bookmark: _GoBack]-Everyone that steps on bar property must be 21 or older, with no exceptions.  This is the law.  Please make sure everyone has their IDs with them, as Ashley will be outside checking them this year.  Even if someone isn’t playing or consuming alcohol, they have to be 21 or older to be at Nutties.
-NO glass is permitted outside.  The bartenders will give you plastic cups.
-Don’t bring in your own drinks, including water.  All beverages consumed must be purchased from the bar.  
-Parking can be dicey.  Don’t park on the street, don’t double park or make your own parking place, don’t block anyone in.  Park at a neighboring business parking lot BUT do NOT leave your car there overnight.  Move it to the Nutties parking lot or it’ll be towed at your expense.
-We have neighbors behind the courts who have small children and they go to bed early.  Please keep the screaming and cussing down, especially during the later hours.  They’ll call the cops.
-Court lights must be out by 10:00.
GAME TIMES
-Because we have to have the lights out by 10, all games need to start at 7, 8 and 9pm sharp.
-If your entire team isn’t here on time, you can play with 4 players (1 must be female) or 5 (two must be female).
-If you don’t have enough players here to start the game, here are the late penalties:
· 5 minutes- forfeit first game
· 15 minutes- forfeit 2nd game
· 20 minutes- forfeit 3rd game.
All three games count, not just the best 2 out of 3, so try your best to be on time.
-Matches consist of 3 games, and they’re played to 21, 21, 15.  We use rally point scoring so a team will score at the end of each play, regardless of who served.
-We play by the “let serve” rule, which means that a served ball can touch the net, as long as it goes over.
-When the matches are over, make sure the captain comes to tell me how many games you won and lost.  Don’t assume the other captain will tell me.  I’m usually camped out at a picnic table waiting for you.
-Each game can have 2 time outs, about 30 seconds each.  Captains can call timeout only after a play is dead.  If your game is running really quickly and ahead of schedule, if BOTH captains agree, you can take breaks for the bathroom or to get a drink.  Matches cannot last more than an hour so that’s at your discretion. 
SCHEDULING
-15 weeks of play (through Aug. 30th) plus 3 weeks of playoffs.  I arrange playoff brackets by the standings.
-After the first week of the season, I’ll put together a schedule for the entire season.  I’ll email it to you and I’ll also have some hard copies with me in my binder if you need one.  So you have up until the day after the first game to change your team name, if you’d like to.
-It’s the captain’s responsibility to relay ALL scheduling info to their teammates.
-Each week I’ll email you the results and standings, and I’ll also post it on the website and inside the bar.
-You’ll play in rain, but not in lightning.  Only John can make that call.  The minute he decides that games will be canceled I’ll start calling the captains, and you’ll relay that info to your team.  Assume the games are on unless you hear from me.
-In the event of a rainout, that week’s schedule is canceled and we’ll move on to the next week’s games to stay on track.
-If your team has to forfeit a match, please let me know as soon as possible so I can contact the other captain.
TEAMS
-You can have a total of 10 people on your roster, and you can add team members up until the first game in August.
-If a team member shows up late, they step into the back middle position during regular rotation.
-You can rotate in and out up to 8 players per game if you have that many show up.
-NO player can play or sub for more than one team.  There are no floating subs.  You can’t quit one team and play for another.
-You can practice any day until 10pm, except for game days.  You can’t practice on the courts once the games begin.  That’s too distracting and not fair for the people playing.
-When you’re practicing, be sure to get plastic cups from the bartenders for your drinks.  Don’t bring your own drinks when you’re practicing.
-Anytime you need to add someone to your team, send them to me BEFORE they play.  I keep all your paperwork in a binder so someone can sign the roster and waiver and release before they play their first game.
-If a ball goes over the fence, don’t try to get it yourself.  Come tell me and we’ll go get the ball for you.
CONDUCT
-We had some big problems with unsportsmanlike conduct last year.  I am warning you now: If things get out of hand, you’ll be kicked out, banned from the league, and you won’t get your money back.
-Don’t get physical with anyone; don’t shove them or whip a ball at them, etc.  We don’t do that.
-No big verbal confrontations, either; no threats, no ugly name calling or over the top heckling will be allowed.  There’s a difference in good natured “shit talking” and being a jerk.  Don’t even try to intimidate or bully anyone.  This is a bar rec league and it’s for fun!  Don’t ruin it for everyone.
-If there’s a disputed call, ONLY the captains will discuss it, and in a civilized manner.  We don’t need whole teams screaming at one another.
